Fort Pierre Ordinance Chapter L-8 Pets may be kept, maintained, harbored or in the custody of a person within the City of Fort Pierre if all the following criteria are met:

Owner warrants that the animal is NOT vicious and will not be permitted to run at large but restrained by a leash, lead, tether or chain fastened to an immobile object, or held in the hand of a person capable of controlling the animal.

Veterinarian’s certificate that the animal has been vaccinated against rabies within the preceding year and the animal has been neutered or spayed to determine license fee is presented.

The current license fee is paid annually.
