NOTICE OF INTENT TO USE 
COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT BLOCK GRANT ASSISTANCE 
IN AND ADJACENT TO FLOOD PLAINS AND WETLANDS 
   Pursuant to Executive Orders 11990 and 11988, the City of Fort Pierre gives notice that Community Development Block Grant funds will be used to provide financial assistance to aid in making improvements to an existing drainage ditch located along SD Highway 1806 and then extending said drainage ditch east for approximately 4,500 feet to the Missouri River. The project is located in the northern portion of the city within the city limits of Fort Pierre, Stanley County, South Dakota.

    The City of Fort Pierre has investigated alternatives to this proposed action and has determined that there is no feasible alternative available other than the proposed construction.

     In order to protect the health and welfare of the residents of Fort Pierre, especially those in an around the Prairie Villa Court area, the project will proceed as originally planned.  A portion of the project is in an identified flood plain. While an identified .39 acre of wetland will be disturbed, another 35 acre Conservation Easement/wetland mitigation area will be provided a steady source of water. This will enhance the wetland area rejuvenating native plant species and wildlife habitat area, especially for the bald eagle. The project will be designed to minimize harm to the area flood plains and wetlands.
