The City Council for the City of Fort Pierre is considering a proposal to modify the ordinances concerning On-street Parking Restrictions.  Written public comments will be accepted by the City and presented for consideration at the May 5, 2008 City Council Meeting at Stanley County Courthouse. The following changes are proposed (underlined text adds language to the ordinances):
N-4-6
PARKING TIME LIMITS

No person shall park a motor vehicle or trailer upon a public street for a continuous period of more than twenty-four (24) hours, except as specified in N-4-7.  If a shorter maximum time period is specified by signs placed by the City, that maximum time period shall apply to the area.

N-4-7
NO PARKING ZONES RESTRICTIONS
Motor vehicles shall not park in an area so designated by the City as “No Parking Zone” when such zone is marked either by “No Parking” or by a yellow painted curb.

All types of vehicles, boats, campers, and recreational vehicles are permitted to park on public right of way during the time period of March 15 until November 15 of each year under the following restrictions:

a.) No vehicle shall be parked less than twenty-five (25) feet from an intersection, or where marked by a yellow curb, or where posted by a sign.
b.) The owner of a boat, camper, or recreational vehicle shall not park on any of the traveled portion of the public right of way adjacent to another person’s property without obtaining prior written permission from the landowner.

c.) No vehicle, boat, camper, or recreational vehicle shall park on a public street from 8:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m. in the following locations;

1. Ward I  during the first full week of every month.

2. Ward II during the second full week of every month.

3. Ward III during the third full week of every month.

d.) Any vehicle in excess of 32 feet in length or 8’ in width that restricts visibility or safety for vehicular traffic are prohibited from parking on the public right of way.
e.) No vehicle, boats, campers, or recreational vehicles shall park on the travel portion of the public right of way on rural section roadways.

Motor vehicles shall not park in an area designated as handicapped parking when such space is marked by a handicapped parking sign or handicapped pavement markings unless the motor vehicle has a license plate or authorized temporary permit with letters, numbers, or symbols that readily apprise the law enforcement officers of the fact that the motor vehicle is owned, operated, or used in transporting a substantially disabled person.
