
 

 

FORT PIERRE CITY COUNCIL   

APPROVED MINUTES 
REGULAR MEETING 

Tuesday, February 20, 2024 

 

The regular meeting of the Fort Pierre City Council was held at the SD Municipal League conference room and called 

to order by Mayor Hanson at 6:00 pm.  Members in attendance for Roll Call were Bernhard (zoom), R Cronin, Deal 

(zoom), Iversen, and Kenzy. L Cronin was absent.  Officials in attendance were Cromwell, Hahn (zoom), Heezen, and 

Tibbs.  Meeting was also held via Zoom.   

 

Approval of Agenda.  Iversen moved and R Cronin seconded to approve the agenda.  Motion passed on Voice Vote. 

 

Conflict of Interest Declarations.  No Conflict of Interest was declared. 

 

Reports.  1.) Hanson reported to council that a pamphlet promoting the quality of life in Fort Pierre has been 

completed.  A 1000 copies will be printed and the cost split between the four groups.  2.) Hanson informed council 

she had worked with Pierre and Avera to develop an updated map of outdoor activities available in the communities.  

Avera covered the cost.  3.) Hanson reported to council, as an ambassador for MRES, she will be accompanying the 

MRES group to Washington DC on an expense paid trip for the American Public Power Association Legislative Rally.  

They will visit with Congressional Delegations concerning bills that affect public power.  4.) Hanson informed council 

she had attended a legislative coffee with local legislators last Saturday, several bills were discussed and questions 

answered on legislative issues.  5.) Hanson reported that the Finance Committee met with Toby Morris for more 

information on the Housing Infrastructure Finance Program Grant and a conditional commitment is on the agenda for 

council approval.  6.) Hanson informed council of the Grand Opening planned at Peaceful Pines for 3/1/24.  7.) Hanson 

reported to council the Historic Sculpture committee has a Pierre Chouteau sculpture commissioned. 8.) Heezen 

informed council that petitions are due 2/23/24 by 5 pm CDT.  9.) Heezen reported that Sales tax ended the year 

13.75% above last year and $310,000 more than budget, BBB ended the year 6.31% above last year and $35,000 more 

than budget, and Occupancy Tax ended the year .59% above last year and $3,000 above budget.  10.) Hahn informed 

council that equipment purchased to test adenoids on the water tank there are four that will be repaired in 2025.  11.) 

Hahn reported 9th Avenue sewer expected to be completed by mid-March and construction on Yellowstone to begin 

mid-March.  Construction will start at the north end.  12.) R Cronin asked about mag-water being applied for dust 

control. Hahn told him Stanley will be double-chipped to help with dust issue.  13.) R Cronin asked about access to 

Peaceful Pines and other businesses during construction.  Hahn said access will be maintained.

Council meeting.  Motion passed on Voice Vote. 

 

Iversen moved and Kenzy seconded to abate 

the 2023 property tax for Morris, Inc., Parcel 7154 in the amount of $3,868.87, the City’s amount being $1,026.70 

payable in 2024.  Motion passed on Voice Vote. 

 

Housing Infrastructure Finance Program Conditional Commitment.  Discussion was had on the Housing 

Infrastructure Finance Program and what the effect to the City would be by signing the Conditional Commitment 

agreement.  Bernhard moved and Iversen seconded to authorize signing of the Housing Infrastructure Finance Program 

Conditional Commitment agreement.  Bernhard, R Cronin, and Iversen voted aye.  Deal and Kenzy voted nay.  Motion 

carried. 

 

Authorization to Advertise for 2024 Streets.  Iversen moved and R Cronin seconded to Authorize to Advertise for 

Bids 2024 Street projects.  Motion passed on Voice Vote.
