
FORT PIERRE CITY COUNCIL 

APPROVED MINUTES 
REGULAR MEETING 

Monday, May 2, 2022 

 

The regular meeting of the Fort Pierre City Council was held at the SD Municipal League conference room and called to order by Mayor 

Hanson at 6:30 pm.  Members in attendance for Roll Call were L Cronin, R Cronin, Deal, Iversen, and Kenzy.  Bernhard attended by 

Zoom.  Officials in attendance were Cromwell, Hahn, Heezen, Thorson, and Tibbs.  Meeting was also held via Zoom.   

 

Approval of Agenda.  L Cronin moved and Kenzy seconded to approve the agenda as amended.  Motion passed on Voice Vote. 

 

Conflict of Interest Declarations.  No Conflict of Interest was declared. 

 

Reports.  1.) Hanson informed council that the TIF was delayed because a notification was missed so the Planning and Zoning 

Committee will have another public hearing on 5/16 at 5:15 pm.  It would be presented at the next meeting.  2.) Hanson reported to 

council that the Bad River Pedestrian Bridge is lighted in red to honor National Tourism Week.  3) Hahn informed council that the 

Lagoon project is moving forward.  4.) Hahn reported that the application for getting the water treatment plant on the State Water Plan 

had been submitted.  5.) Thorson informed council that the repair to the water storage tank roof had been completed and the small tank 

would be getting a leak repaired.  6.) Thorson reminded council the annual Race for the Roses fundraiser for the Pat Duffy Community 

Center will be on Saturday (5/7/22). 

 

Consent Calendar:  Iversen moved and Kenzy seconded to approve the Consent Calendar:  Minutes:  4/19/22 Council Meeting.   Motion 

passed on Voice Vote. 

 

Oath of Office-Council Members.  Heezen recited the Oath of Office and handed out the Oath to the council members and mayor to 

be signed. 

 

Res 2022-07 BID Board.  The following was presented: 
RESOLUTION NO. 2022-07 

RESOLUTION CONTINUING & DEFINING A BUSINESS IMPROVEMENT DISTRICT 

BOARD OF DIRECTORS AND OPERATING PROCEDURES 

 

WHEREAS, the Mayor, with the approval of the City Council, has established a Business Improvement District in accordance with Resolution 2013-16, expanded the 

Business Improvement District in Resolution 2018-20,  and appointed a Board of Directors in Resolution 2013-17 under SDCL 9-55-5 and SDCL 9-55-6; and 
 

WHEREAS, the City of Fort Pierre has recognized the value in a Business Improvement District since its inception in May of 2013; and 

 
WHEREAS, growth in the number of hotels, motels, and travel parks merits further definition of individuals to be represented on the Board of Directors; and 

 

WHEREAS, increases in the amount of occupancy fees collected merits greater involvement of elected officials in the plans to promote the City of Fort Pierre. 
 

BE IT HEREBY RESOLVED, by the City Council of the City of Fort Pierre, South Dakota, as follows: 

 
1. The Mayor of the City of Fort Pierre, with the consent and approval of the City Council, hereby designates appointments to be made to the Business 

Improvement District Board of Directors, pursuant to SDCL 9-55-5, as using the following guidelines: 

a. The Board shall consist of no less than five members 

b. Due consideration shall be given to the following criteria in making recommendations for appointment: 

-Representatives from hotels, motels, or travel parks participating occupancy tax collectors in the City of Fort Pierre 
-Individuals who represent various entities such as, by way of example and not limitation, Stanley County Commission, Fort Pierre City Council, 

and Fort Pierre Development Corporation 

-Representatives from event centers such as Casey Tibbs Rodeo Center and Drifters 
-Individuals from the General Public 

 

2. The individual appointed by the Mayor at the first regular meeting in May will be designated for a term not to exceed three (3) years.   

 

3. The Business Improvement District Board of Directors shall, on an annual basis, select from its members a chairperson and a secretary, pursuant to SDCL 9-

55-6. 

 

4. The Business Improvement District Board of Directors shall develop a detailed annual plan of action for the purpose of promoting the City of Fort Pierre, its 

hotels, motels, and travel parks, as well as special events and general commerce, for approval by the City Council.    

 
5. The Business Improvement District Board of Directors shall make a detailed annual report to the City Council.  

 

Hanson explained this basically is an update to the member terms.  R Cronin asked about including a member from the School on the 

board in the future.  Iversen moved and R Cronin seconded to approve Resolution 2022-07 BID Board as presented.  Motion passed 

on Voice Vote.

Motion passed on Voice Vote. 

 

Proclamation.  Hanson introduced Roger Hille with Trails for Transplants, an organization that raises money and awareness for organ 

transplants.  They will be doing a trail ride in Fort Pierre May 25 - 28th, camping at the Fairgrounds, and the Fort Pierre Chamber of 

Commerce will provide a meal for them.  Hanson read and presented him with a Proclamation declaring May 28, 2022 as Organ 

Donor Awareness Day in Fort Pierre. 

 

Council Pres/Vice Pres.  L Cronin nominated Kenzy for Council President.  Iversen nominated Bernhard for Council President.  

Nominations were ceased.  Hanson asked for votes for Kenzy for President.  L Cronin, Deal, and Kenzy by voice vote.  Hanson then 

asked for votes for Bernhard for President.  Bernhard, R Cronin and Iversen by voice vote.  Hanson cast a vote for Bernhard, breaking 

the tie for Council President.  Deal nominated L Cronin for Vice President.  Bernhard nominated Iversen.  Nominations were ceased.  

Hanson then asked for votes for Vice President.  L Cronin Deal, and Kenzy by Voice Vote.  Hanson asked for votes for Iversen for 

Vice President.  Bernhard, R Cronin, Iversen by Voice Vote.  Hanson cast a vote for L Cronin, breaking the tie for Council Vice 

President. 

 

Medical Cannabis License Approval-Bad River Cannabis & Black Hills Cannabis Care.  Heezen explained these two applicants 

had received their licenses from the State and their City applications had been reviewed and were in order.  She informed council that 

the licenses are non-transferable and would be issued for a year from issue date or expiration of State license, which ever came first.  

Iversen moved and R Cronin seconded to approve the Medical Cannabis Dispensary license and Cultivation License for Bad River 

Cannabis and a Medical Cannabis Dispensary License for Black Hills Cannabis Care.  Motion passed on Voice Vote. 

Personnel-Ed Kaelin.  Heezen explained that this was a raise contingent on completing the probationary period.  R Cronin moved and 

Kenzy seconded to approve the $.50/hour raise for Ed Kaelin ($25.95/hour), Lead Street position, for successfully completing the 

probationary period.  Motion passed on Voice Vote. 

 

Personnel-Part Time/Summer Staff.  The following were presented:  Museum Staff:  Connie Carlisle $14.00/hour; Lifeguards:  Trey 

Frost $12.40/hour, Sydney Youngberg $12.15/hour, Mattie Duffy $12.15/hour, Ellie Simpson $12.65/hour, Leah Mogard $12.65/hour.  

R Cronin moved and Kenzy seconded to approve the Part Time/Summer Staff as presented.  Motion passed on Voice Vote. 

 

Approval of Legal Services Agreement-Tieszen Law Office.  Hanson informed council the only change to the agreement was the 

dates.  Iversen moved and L Cronin seconded to approve the Legal Service Agreement with Tieszen Law Office as presented.  Motion 

passed on Voice Vote. 

 

2021 Annual Report.  Heezen explained once approved by council the 2021 Annual Report would be sent to Legislative Audit.  She 

had also scheduled the Auditors to come the end of June.  Kenzy moved and Iversen seconded to approve the 2021 Annual Report as 

presented.  Motion passed on Voice Vote. 

 

Public Park & Recreation Lease-Year-Round Fish Cleaning Station.  L Cronin moved and R Cronin seconded to defer action on 

the Public Park & Recreation Lease for the Year-Round Fish Cleaning Station until a public hearing could be held on 5/16/22 for public 

input.  Motion passed on Voice Vote. 

 

Floyd’s Truck Center-surcharge on Truck Purchase Price.  Heezen explained in the first contract approved in November of 2021 

there was a clause in it that referred to a surcharge at the actual time of delivery.  R Cronin moved and Deal seconded to approve the 

$3,800 surcharge.  Motion passed on Voice Vote.
